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Eligible Applicants

· The Green Operator (GO) Program provides incentives to operate a more emission-efficient vehicle with a 2007 or newer engine and recognizes partners for achieving goals that reduce air pollution and greenhouse gases associated with the transport of goods within the Port of Virginia.

· Carriers must provide drayage truck services to the Virginia Port Authorities Hampton Roads facilities.  Proof of Port service can be established via a Port of Virginia ID Card.  Please send a copy (front and back) as an attachment to your application.

· Documentation in the form of a DMV vehicle registration must be sent with the application verifying the make, model, and year of the truck in question.

· New equipment must be purchased and old equipment scrapped only when advised to do so by one of the GO team members.

· Complete applications must include the following:

· A copy (front and back) of a valid VA Port Authority ID card. 
· A copy (front and back) of a Transportation Worker Identification Card (TWIC). 
· A copy of the current truck title and registration.

· Model year of truck, which must be pre-2003 (verified by date on title)

· Preference will be given to pre-1997 trucks.  If funds are still available, MY 2003 and older trucks will be eligible for funding.    

· Proof of insurance.

· A photograph of the current truck with license plates clearly legible. 

· Participants certify by signing the application that the truck to be replaced is operational and being used to transport cargo for the Port of Virginia.

· After acceptance into the program, a proof of purchase in the form of a paid invoice of a 2007 or newer truck will be required.
· Type or print legibly all items except the signature in Section V. 

· Printed applications must be in black or blue ink.
